Autumn Term ’Marvellous Me!’

Communication and language (Prime area)
This term we aim to develop children’s communication and language skills through a wide range of listening, speaking, and early literacy experiences. Children will be encouraged to share their ideas, experiences, and feelings in structured group times and informal interactions throughout the day. Storytelling, discussions, and role play will help expand vocabulary, support sentence development, and promote confidence in speaking to peers and adults. Children will also develop their listening and attention skills by following instructions, engaging with stories, and participating in group activities, laying the foundation for effective communication and learning across all areas of the curriculum.

Personal Social and Emotional (Prime area)
We will focus on supporting children as they begin their school journey, helping them understand what it means to be part of a class and to follow school routines and rules. Our provision will provide a variety of opportunities for children to get to know one another, share their interests and experiences, and explore their feelings. Activities will also encourage turn-taking, cooperation, and the development of independence. During group times, we will follow the Jigsaw scheme of work, focusing on the themes ‘Being Me in My World’ and ‘Celebrating Differences’ to nurture self-awareness, respect, and positive relationships.
Physical development (Prime area)
During the Autumn Term, we will be supporting children in developing fundamental movement skills, including running, jumping, skipping and hopping. Our classroom and outdoor provision will be carefully set up with a variety of fine and gross motor activities, giving children rich opportunities to explore and strengthen their physical development throughout the day. In our weekly PE lessons, there will be a strong focus on listening carefully and moving safely within a space. Indoor sessions will concentrate on developing early gymnastics skills, while outdoor sessions will focus on simple games that promote coordination, teamwork and spatial awareness.






Literacy  
The children will develop early literacy skills through a mix of reading, writing, and mark-making activities. They will have exposure to and explore stories, rhymes, and non-fiction texts, building vocabulary and comprehension. Children will also practise forming letters, writing their names, and expressing ideas through drawing and writing, fostering a love of reading and writing from the start. We will follow the Read Write Inc scheme for phonics. 
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Expressive arts and design  
Through art, music, role play and imaginative construction, the children are able to represent their ideas, thoughts and feelings. They have access to a wide range of materials, textures, colours and tools, allowing them to experiment, make choices and develop confidence in their abilities. Opportunities for music, dance and imaginative play help children to develop their imagination, collaboration skills, and self-expression, while also fostering enjoyment and curiosity in creative activities.
We follow the scheme Charanga. This term the children will explore different musical instruments, rhythms and beats. 

Understanding of the world  
Through a rich range of hands-on experiences, children will be encouraged to investigate, question and talk about the people, places and communities that are familiar to them. We will be learning about where we live and go to school, exploring our local environment and the roles of people within it. Using our senses, the children will have opportunities to observe, touch, listen, smell and taste as they explore materials, nature and seasonal changes, developing an early scientific understanding and respect for their surroundings.

Maths 
We will develop early mathematical skills through practical, hands-on activities and focused teaching using the Power Maths scheme of work. They will explore number, shape, space, and measure, building understanding through counting, sorting, comparing, and problem-solving. Everyday activities and play will also provide opportunities to apply maths in real-life contexts, helping children develop confidence and enjoyment in using numbers.
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
